Mothering Sunday has been celebrated in the 
UK on the fourth Sunday in 
Lent since at least the 16th Cen-
tury.  This special Christian 
celebration started out as  
“Refreshment Sunday”  as it was 
a day when the rules of fasting 

during the period of Lent were relaxed. As 
the celebration developed it became a day 
when young English girls and boys who were 
‘ in service’  were allowed and encouraged to 
go back to visit their families and to attend 
their family church - the ‘Mother Church’ .  
Often the housekeeper or cook would allow 
the maids to bake a cake to take home, or 
else gifts of eggs, or flowers from the garden 
were made available. Young people who 
took advantage of this opportunity would say 
that they had gone “a mothering” , hence the 
name for the day as we now know it. 
 

Over the years this has become a day when 
Mums in particular are honoured and thanked 
for all that they are and all that they do for us 
throughout the year. But often there are oth-
ers whose “mothering”  we have benefited 
from. This could be a friend, a sister, a 
church member. And so we thank God for all 
those special people in our lives who have 
shown us love and care.  
 

This is a day too to praise God for our Chris-
tian family and for each of the ladies in par-
ticular who represent this mothering role that 
is so important to us. We honour you each 
one and thank you  for the part that you play 
within our fellowship. 
 

SUNDAY EVENINGS
