Aswith al
other corps and centres and HQ depart-
ments across the territory we are called
to play our part, so let me remind you
of what it isall about.

The Salvation Army isa Chris-
tian Church and a Registered
charity. From its foundation by
William and Catherine Booth
in 1865 its mission has been
two-fold: the proclamation of
the Christian gospel and the
relief of human suffering.

The Army isthe largest

provider of welfare servicein

this country next to the govern-

ment and all funds raised from the
Annua Appeal support our social and
community work providing arange of
programmes and support including:-

3,000,000 meals served every year at
community and residential centres,
70,000 prisonersvisited in 85 prisons;
3,200 homeless people given food and
shelter every night in 57 centres,

754 local church and community cen-
tres; 636 older people accommodated
every night in 17 residential centres;
300 youth clubs providing a caring
environment for young people;

120 drop-in centres offering support

and help for peoplein need; 70 day cen-

tresfor older and disabled people;
50 nurseries and playgroups, 27 Red

Shield support centresfor military per-

sonnel in the UK, Germany and the
Falkland I slands; 10 peoplereunited
with their families every working day
through the Family Tracing Service;

6 residential projects helping people
with addiction issues; 5 centresfor
people with lear ning disabilities;

4 residential family centres; 2 employ-
ment training centres; 1 centrefor
women escaping domestic violence.
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Most of us would admit that collect-

ing isn’'t atask that we find particu-

larly easy, but nevertheless we can

surely approach it with heads held

high and with a sense of prideto

know that our efforts will be ena-
bling the very valuable work of
the Army in this country to
continue.

The national target for 2008 is
aminimum of £2.6m. In Saf-
fron Walden we would hope to
bring in something around the
£3508 that we collected last
year by calling on as many
homes as possible in the town
and surrounding villages.

Collectors must be over 16
years of age and all must display an
official permit. Thank you to those
who have taken responsibility for an
area already and for those who will
be joining one of the teams. If you
feel you could take part and haven’t
yet seen me, | would be pleased to
hear from you. All help is appreci-
ated, but at the same time we must
each work within our own sensible
limitsin order to stay well! Prayer
and moral support from those unable
to collect isinvauable.

Aswell as collecting the much
needed money, this work affords us
an opportunity to come face to face
with the people of thistown and of
witnessing for Him by the way we
approach the task. As we pray for
success in afinancial sense for the
Lord’ swork, let us pray for a suc-
cessful spiritual outcometoo - that
someone we meet will come to know
the Lord for themselves
